It 
is because God gave us His only 
begot ten Son, Jesus Christ, as a 
gift. He also made a promise with 
us that whoever accepts Jesus as 
his Savior will be saved.

It was love itself that the Lord 
w a s  b o r n  o n  t h i s  e a r t h ,  a n d 
everything He did on this ear th 
was also love. Today, we will look 
at the kinds of love our Lord gave 
us in three aspects.

1. The Lord of love completely 
sacrificed Himself for us.

T h e  f a c t  t h a t  t h e  W o r d 
became f lesh and came to th is 
e a r t h  i n  i t s e l f  w a s  a l r e a d y  a 
g reat  sac r i f ice.  He locked His 
om nipotent  and d iv ine nat u res 
into the form of a low and obscure 
c reat u re ,  and He l ived on th is 
ear th just  l ike men. For us,  He 
lived such a harsh and poor life 
of  hu nger  and th i r s t  and of ten 
without sleep or rest.

Finally when the time came He 
took the cross.  He managed al l 
sacrif ices in silence. People spat 
on Him and insulted Him. The 
thorns of the crown pierced into 
His head. Scourging caused His 
f lesh to be torn apar t revealing 
His bones. He was nailed through 
His hands and feet. But still Jesus 
did not t ry to avoid or elude the 
punishment. He didn’t even care 
about  the insu lt  of  being hung 

naked like a criminal and mocked 
by people.

Je su s  i s  t he  p re c iou s  Son  of 
God. There were no grounds, no 
reason—nothing that He had done 
to suffer as much as He did and 
He was surely able to avoid it all. 
If He had wished, He could have 
immediately come down from the 
cross and stood before the people 
with His majest ic  and glor ious 
appearance. He could have called 
for the host of heaven, more than 
12 legions of them, and destroyed 
the evil people who stood against 
H i m.  But  He  s i lent ly  t ook  t he 
suffer ing and died because His 
sacr if ice was the only way that 
could save us.

For  the saved people l i ke us , 
Ch r is t mas is  such a happy and 
cozy day. However, 2,000 years 
ago when Jesus was born, what 
was going th rough the hear t  of 
God?

He knew well of the future glory 
the Lord would receive, but He 
also knew what k ind of ter r ible 
su f fe r i ng  t he  Lord  wou ld  t a ke 
prior to it. While He did not take 
His eyes off of Jesus for 33 years, 
He had to feel the sorrow of the 
things for thcoming. When Jesus 
was f inal ly  hu ng on the c ross , 
G o d  s u f fe r e d  s o  ve r y  g r e a t ly 
watching His Son, Jesus. 

W hen  H is  lov i ng  Fa t he r  ha d 
to turn His face away f rom His 
Son, the Son was sad and lonely. 
But the hear t of the Father was 
far beyond descr ipt ion when He 
had to ignore the suffering of His 
beloved Son although He could 
h ave  h e lp e d .  A s  you  c a n  s e e , 
God also made g reat sacr if ices 
to the point of giving up His only 
begotten Son for us.

2. The love of the Lord is the 
love of giving up everything.    

Jesus  took a l l  t he  su f fe r i ngs 
a nd  sa c r i f ice d  H i m sel f  t o  t he 
point of giving up His life while 
giving us only the good things. 
T hose  pa re n t s  who  t r u ly  love 
thei r  ch i ld ren don’t  ca re about 
their wealth or their toil. While 
work ing so hard and g iv ing up 
things they could have, they only 
th ink of how they can g ive the 
best  of th ings to thei r  ch i ld ren 
and how to help them lead a better 

life. 
He was not born to lie in a good 

bed in a fine home, but instead He 
was laid in a manger. It was a sign 
that He was to become the bread 
of life to the sinners who are less 
than animals. He didn’t look for a 
good house, good clothes, or good 
food. He walked around with no 
place to lay His head. He put on 
rough and shabby clothes, and He 
often starved and prayed. It was 
to redeem us from poverty and to 
make us rich.

He constantly walked here and 
there to places with no t ime to 
sleep  or  res t ,  i n  an  a t t empt  to 
show the  love of  t he  Father  to 
and to plant the hope of Heaven 
in those people who had no hope. 
I t  wa s  t o  s ave  t h e m  f r o m  t h e 
problems of diseases, infirmities, 
a n d  d e m o n - p o s s e s s i o n .  “ M y 
beloved sons and daughters that 
I formed in My own image, don’t 
be poor and don’t be sick!” Jesus 
showed this heart of the Father to 
the souls. 

He gave up the glor y that  He 
enjoyed as the Son of  God.  He 
gave up His body, heart, time, and 
possessions—even His life itself. 
When He was hung on the cross 
and ignored by God, He couldn’t 
eve n  ca l l  H i s  b e love d  Fa t he r, 
“ Fa t h e r ”  b e c a u s e  i t  w a s  t h e 
moment when He was car r y ing 
the burden of sins of mankind. 
In those moments He gave up the 
int imacy with His most beloved 
Fa t h e r ,  s o  t h a t  w e  c o u l d  b e 
forgiven of our sins and dwell in 
the love of God. It was because, 
if we dwell in God’s love, we can 
enjoy  hea l t h ,  wea l t h ,  w isdom, 
honor, and all the blessings that 
we ask for.

And in the end He will present 
the dwelling place in Heaven to 
us. The Lord said in John 14:2-3, 
“In My Father’s house are many 
dwelling places; if it were not so, 
I would have told you; for I go to 
prepare a place for you. If I  go 
and prepare a place for you, I will 
come again and receive you to 
Myself, that where I am, there you 
may be also.”

Right now, Jesus is not eat ing 
anything. He is interceding for us. 
He is also preparing places for us 
in Heaven. In giving up all things, 

He allows for us to enjoy all the 
best  th ings—this is  the love of 
our Lord for us.

3. The love of the Lord was 
revealed as the perfect fruit. 

Our Lord said in Joh n 12:24, 
“Truly, truly, I say to you, unless 
a  g ra in  of  wheat  fa l l s  i nto  the 
ear th and dies, it remains alone; 
but if it dies, it bears much fruit.”

The sacrif ice of innocent Jesus 
saved countless souls. Whoever 
listens to the gospel and accepts 
t he  Lord  ca n  rece ive  t he  Holy 
Spirit and be saved. As these souls 
who have received the Holy Spirit 
and been saved follow the desires 
of the Holy Spi r it  to d i l igently 
walk in the truth, they can attain 
to the level of spi r it  and whole 
spir it .  And they f inally become 
God’s  t r ue  ch i ld re n ,  a nd  t hey 
reach the most precious positions.

T h is  i s  t he  pe r fec t  f r u i t  t ha t 
God desi res .  Jesus  opened the 
way of salvation for all mankind, 
but not all of them will become 
the perfect fruit. They heard the 
gosp el  a nd  we re  save d ,  bu t  i f 
they stop in the middle or strayed 
onto a wrong path, they will have 
nothing to do with the Lord again.

Those who walk the path till the 
end will be able to pass through 
the gates into salvation. But it is 
only those who circumcise their 
hea r t s  who w i l l  pa ss  not  on ly 
one  ga te ,  but  ma ny ga te s ,  a nd 
they will eventually enter the 3rd 
kingdom of Heaven, or best of all, 
New Jerusalem (Revelation 22:14).

De a r  b ro t he r s  a nd  s i s t e r s  i n 
Chr ist ,  Romans 5:8 reads, “But 
God demonst rates His own love 
toward us, in that while we were 
yet sinners, Christ died for us.”

When we didn’t know the Lord, 
He loved us f irst, and He bought 
u s  w i t h  H i s  p r e c i o u s  b l o o d . 
I n s t e a d  of  t h e  p u n i s h m e n t  of 
being burned in the fire and sulfur 
of hell, He prepared the eternal 
Heaven. And when we pray in the 
name of the Lord, He answers our 
wishes and hearts’ desires. I pray 
in the name of the Lord that you 
wi l l  a lways remember the love 
that the Father and the Love gave 
to us, and surely come for th as 
His precious fruit.

The Lord of Love

“Love does no wrong to a neighbor;

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Jesus came to the earth to redeem us from our sins. 
When He was crucified with love for us, overcame death, and resurrected, 

He became the Savior Jesus Christ. Let’s lead a more powerful 
and rewarding Christian life by delving into the meaning of the name of ‘Jesus Christ’.

Matthew 1:21 reads, “She will bear a Son; and you 
shall call His name Jesus, for He will save His people 
from their sins.” The name of ‘Jesus’ means ‘He 
will save His people from their sins’. This sentence 
is not in the past form but in the future form, while 
‘Christ’ means ‘the One who has been anointed’ and 
refers to the Savior as a Peacemaker and Mediator 
between God and mankind. That is to say it carries 
the meaning of ‘a being who meets the qualifications 
of the Savior’. In Greek He is called ‘Christ’ and is 
called ‘Messiah’ in Hebrew.

 ‘Jesus’ is His name, and ‘Christ’ is a title given 
when one has met the qualifications to receive it. For 
instance, just because a student wants to be a great 
doctor, he is not called ‘Doctor’. He has to study hard, 
pass tests, and take necessary courses to gain the title 

of ‘Doctor’. In the same manner, Jesus went through 
special processes to become qualified as the ‘Christ’.

From birth,  He prepared for His ministry for 
30 years, and performed His public ministry for 
three years. After the suffering of crucifixion, He 
resurrected on the third day and became the Christ. He 
fulfilled His duty as the Savior.

As explained above, the names ‘Jesus’ and ‘Jesus 
Christ’ are very different; one means the One who will 
save us and the other means the One who has saved 
us.

Therefore, before He resurrected, He is called ‘Jesus’ 
but after He resurrected He is ‘Jesus Christ,’ ‘Lord 
Jesus,’ or ‘Lord.’ The biblical records show that He is 
called Lord Jesus or Jesus Christ after His resurrection 
and ascension.

The Meaning of the Name 
of ‘Jesus Christ’

The difference between ‘Jesus’ and ‘Christ’

The Bible tells us Jesus is our only Savior. John 14:6 
reads, “Jesus said to him, ‘I am the way, and the truth, 
and the life; no one comes to the Father but through 
Me.’” Acts 4:12 says, “And there is salvation in no one 
else; for there is no other name under heaven that has 
been given among men by which we must be saved.”

After the first man Adam sinned, all mankind were 
destined to Hell according to the Word in Romans 6:23 
which says, “The wages of sin is death.” Only when 
we solve the problem of sin can we be saved and enter 
Heaven. To solve this problem for us, Jesus came to 
the earth, shed blood and died on the cross. By the 
precious blood of Jesus Christ, we were redeemed from 
our sins and the way of salvation opened to us.

Jesus, the Son of God, died on the cross, overcame 
death, and resurrected. It was then that He became 
our Savior. Therefore, it is proper to call Him ‘Jesus’ 
before His crucifixion, and to call Him ‘Jesus Christ’ 
after His crucifixion and resurrection. The name of 
Jesus Christ carries the same meaning of ‘the Savior’ 
and ‘the Lord’.

Preaching the message and praying after the Lord’s 
resurrection and ascension, the Lord’s disciples and 

apostles called Him not just ‘Jesus’ but they added 
‘the Lord’ or ‘Christ’ to the name of Jesus (Acts 3:6). 
Therefore, we must not conclude our prayers with “In 
the name of Jesus, I pray” but we must say “In the 
name of Jesus Christ, I pray.”

If you pray in the name of Jesus Christ knowing 
the providence of salvation exactly, you can have a 
completely different power of prayer than just to pray 
in the name of ‘Jesus’.

While the name of ‘Jesus’ is the name before He 
completed the providence of salvation, the name of 
‘Jesus Christ’ involves the meanings of the saving 
power of His blood, overcoming death and resurrecting, 
and becoming the Savior. Therefore, when we pray in 
the name of Jesus Christ, the enemy devil and Satan 
are afraid and tremble, and we can receive the answer 
although it seems to be impossible with human power.

Today without knowing this spiritual meaning many 
people pray in the name of Jesus. Thus, we should 
understand the difference between the meanings of the 
names ‘Jesus’ and ‘Jesus Christ’ and pray in the name 
of Jesus Christ, thereby we can lead a more powerful 
Christian life.

The reason we have to pray in the name of Jesus Christ

 

A calendar used all around the 
world has an amazing secret.

Jesus, who is the Son of God 
the Creator, came to the earth as 
the King of kings. He solved the 
problem of all mankind with the 
love of the cross and gave us the 
blessings of salvation and eternal 
life.

Secret Hidden 
in Calendars
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Four years ago, my cartilage wore 
away due to degenerative arthritis. I 
could not walk well, so I had to rely 
on others or a cane. I had attended 
only a catholic church, but by the 
guidance of my eldest son, Deacon 
Young Ju, I participated in Manmin 
Summer Retreat 2015.

Then an astounding work happened 
to me. When we went to the place of 
the retreat, my husband had to help 
me walk. However, after I received 
Senior Pastor Dr. Jaerock Lee’s prayer 
for the sick, I was able to walk by 
myself.

I felt so good because I had no pain 
in my knees. But on September 22, 
my regular check-up revealed that I 
had third stage stomach cancer. My 
doctor told me that tumor was in my 
esophagus, so quite a big part of my 
stomach needed to be cut off. By 
my son’s pleading, I registered in 
Western Busan Manmin Church and I 
repeatedly listened to the sermon “The 
Message of the Cross” that includes 
the providence of salvation through 
Jesus Christ. And I received the prayer 
after the sermon.

On October 1, the surgery was 
successful. I was told that it would 
take five or six hours but it ended 
in three hours. I recovered quickly 
and was discharged from hospital 
in six days. Nothing is impossible 

for God but with my weak faith I 
had not thought about being healed 
of stomach cancer. But my faith 
increased because the surgery went 
well.

Afterwards, my husband and I left 

Busan and stayed in my son’s place 
in Incheon. I decided to rely on God 
instead of recurrence prevention 
treatment the doctor had urged me to 
take. I listened to Dr. Lee’s sermons 
day and night and watched GCN, 

so full of testimonies, sermons, and 
praises! I received a lot of grace. 
Whenever I received Dr. Lee’s prayer 
for the sick after the sermons, I 
received it with faith. As a result, I 
came to eat well and digest well. And 
there was no after-effect. Hallelujah!

Since we started leading Christian 
lives in Manmin Central Church, 
m a n y  a m a z i n g  c h a n g e s  h a v e 
happened. When I applied Muan 
Sweet Water (Exodus 15:25), double-
eyelids formed and I came to have 
pretty eyes. My husband also got 
inner double-eyelids through Muan 
Sweet Water. My husband walked 
with limp due to lumbar canal stenosis 
but he is now able to walk normally 
and has sensation in his legs.

Above all, I felt troubled when 
I attended a catholic church for 
55 years. Now through Dr. Lee’s 
sermons, I learn how to live by the 
Word of God and I am so happy. His 
sermons made me realize that I had 
not lived by the truth and had not 
served my husband well. I repented of 
all of it and now I feel very good as 
if dirt on my body that stayed for 70 
years was gone.

I couldn’t be happier in my whole 
life time. I want to deliver this good 
news to many people. I give all thanks 
and glory to God who allowed me to 
meet the true shepherd. 

I was guided to Delhi Manmin Church by my husband 
in January 2013. It was my very first time to get into a 
church, so without understanding of the sermon, I was just 
a churchgoer.

In the meantime, I experienced an amazing work; my 
father was on the doorstep of death due to asthma and 
heart disease but was healed when he received the prayer 
of handkerchief on which Senior Pastor Dr. Jaerock Lee 
had prayed (Acts 19:11-12) through Pastor John Kim. I 
experienced the living God and felt so thankful to Senior 
Pastor who prayed for him. I came to feel the love of the 
shepherd and shed many tears. I enjoyed volunteering in 
church and longed to pray.

In May 2014, my mother-in-law passed away, and I had 
to go to her house that was far from my place and take 
care of my sister-in-law and brother-in-law. I could not 
attend church. A month and a half later, I became weak 
and had a diffi culty in breathing. The X-ray result showed 
that I had tuberculosis.

It was getting worse, and fi nally I could not walk, eat, 
and drink. I even had a headache, so I could not sleep. I 
lied on the bed all day, and cried a lot due to pain. I took 
medicine for a month but I wanted to stop taking it and to 

receive Senior Pastor’s prayer.
Seeing me in so much pain, my husband took all the 

blame on himself and repented to God. He also sent a 
prayer request to Seoul and on October 26, he received 
Senior Pastor’s prayer on behalf of me. I did not know 
this. At that time, I slept and had a dream. In the dream, 
Senior Pastor, who was preaching, suddenly called my 
name and told me to get up.

 “Binu! Wuto (Get up), Wuto (Get up)!” 
I cried and said I can’t. He said, “You can. Just get 

up.” Then, I woke up from the dream and thought it 
was very mysterious. At the moment, I noticed that I 
had no difficulty in breathing and no headache. I was 
strengthened when I walked, which amazed me. I shed 
tears and offered up prayers of thanksgiving.

In January 2015, I had a medical check-up again and it 
showed that there was no more symptoms of tuberculosis. 
I was so delighted. Hallelujah!

Since then, my husband and I have diligently evangelized 
people with thanks to God who healed me and Senior 
Pastor who prayed for me. About 20 acquaintances of mine 
were evangelized. I am also volunteering for the church and 
live in Lord-given joy. I give all thanks and glory to God.
